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BISMUTH IN THE SECOND QUARTER 2015

Bismuth imports to the United States for the second quarter of
2015 were 471 metric tons (t), a decrease of 28% from those in
the first quarter of 2015 and a decrease of 38% from those in the
second quarter of 2014. During the second quarter of 2015,
China remained the dominant source of U.S. bismuth imports,
accounting for 414 t, or 88% of total bismuth imports.

According to the website of China’s Fanya Metal Exchange,
stocks of bismuth held in its approved warehouses rose by 280 t
during the second quarter and totaled about 19,228 t at the end
of June, just short of the 20,000 t reported warehouse capacity.
The Fanya Metal Exchange began trading bismuth in March
2013 with 40 t of listed stocks (Chao, 2015).

Prices

The New York dealer price range average for bismuth
published in Platts Metals Week increased slightly during the
second quarter of 2015. The average price began the quarter at
$7.83 per pound, unchanged since mid-March, and rose to $7.90

per pound during the second week of May, where it remained
through the end of the quarter.

According to Metal-Pages reports, the price of bismuth in
China continued to decline, reaching a 6-year-low price of about
$13,300 per metric ton ($6.03 per pound) at the end of June.
Investors reportedly stopped purchasing bismuth from the Fanya
Metal Exchange in April, contributing to the price decline.
Producers were reportedly liquidating stocks at the end of June
in an attempt to sell stocks before summer (Chao, 2015).
