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FLUORSPAR IN THE SECOND QUARTER 2015

Fluorspar imports in the second quarter were 110,000 metric
tons (t). This was a significant increase compared with imports
in both the fourth quarter of 2014 and the first quarter of 2015,
which had been the lowest in ten years. Although data on
consumer stocks were withheld beginning in the fourth quarter
of 2014, the drop in imports for the previous two quarters was
likely due to a drawdown of the high levels of consumer
stocks reached at the end of 2013.

Mining and Exploration News

In June, Kenya Fluorspar Company suspended operations at
its processing plant in western Kenya, citing quality issues,
reduced global demand, and competition from new producers.
The company intended to sell 30,000 t of accumulated
fluorspar stock prior to resuming operations. Operations
restarted in August, but the company expected to record
another net loss in 2015 (Andae, Gerald, 2015; KTN News
Kenya, 2015).

Fluorochemical News

Mexichem S.A.B. de C.V. appealed the U.S. International
Trade Commission’s (U.S. ITC) ruling that imports of 1,1,1,2
Tetrofluoroethane (HFC-134a) from China do not materially
harm U.S. companies. The decision, made in November, 2014,
eliminated counterveiling and dumping duties instituted by the
U.S. Department of Commerce. Mexichem expects the appeal
to be resolved in approximately one year (Mexichem S.A.B.
de C.V., 2015).

Legislation and Government Programs

The U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, U.S.
Public Health Service revised the recommendations for
fluoride concentration in community drinking water systems.
The original guidelines, issued in 1962, recommended that
fluoride levels of 0.8-1.2 milligrams per liter (mg/l) were
optimal for the prevention of dental carries. The new
recommendation of 0.7 mg/l is based on a number of factors
including: scientific evidence of the effectiveness of water
fluoridation in the prevention of dental carries across all age
groups; the increase in the availability of fluoride from sources
other than drinking water such as toothpastes, mouth rinses,
dietary supplements, etc.; trends in the prevalence and severity
of dental fluorosis; and differing fluid intake by children
across differing climates. (U.S. Department of Health and
Human Services, 2015). In 2014, almost all of the fluorosilic
acid produced in the United States was sold for fluoridation of
drinking water.
